Approximately 80% of participants are Developmental Disabilty Administration (DDA) eligible and use these benefits to pay for services.  The Department of Vocational Rehabilitation offers ample opportunities for adults with IDD with a wide variety of contracts.  This project will develop an assessment of different DVR contracts and a recommendation for the ABC that could be implemented at the center to provide more opportunities for adults with IDD.
